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The interviewer is hoping to find you:

· Intelligent, and also “street smart,” with abundant common sense;

· Analytical, logical, goal-oriented and a planner;

· A skilled communicator… good at listening, speaking and writing;

· Unmistakably a leader… but also a “team player,” cooperative and congenial;

· Healthful, attractive and well-groomed;

· Tasteful in dress and decorum;

· Poised, courteous and cultured;

· Sensitive to the feelings of others… not push, pigheaded or obnoxious;

· Honest, loyal and straightforward;

· Politically aware, but not a political operator;

· Committed, responsible and diligent;

· Cheerful and optimistic, with a “can-do” attitude;

· And overall, an interesting person, with curiosity, enthusiasm… and maybe even a sense of humor!
